BRONZIE TOURNAMENT
12 December 2009  

General Participation

1.  Any individual member of good standing entering this tournament undertakes that he and or she will adhere to the rules set out in this document.

2.  This competition is open to any participant, irrespective of age, creed, sex, colour or race at R220 per angler unless a late entry.

3.  The management reserves the right of admission to any participant whom has been found to abuse sportsmanship of “Catch and Release” and has disregarded the very principal that our sport has been built on.

4. Any participant seen littering will immediately be disqualified.

5.  No verbal or physical abuse between anglers and measure officials will be tolerated.

6.  “Angling with Blackfin” and “Extreme Africa Angling”  will not be held responsible for any loss, injuries, theft, damages or death occurred by participants during the course of the tournament.

7. We will not supply life saving facilities.

8.  Medical assistance will be provided if and when available.

Tournament Administration

1.  Participants will report to the registration table from 06h00 the morning of the tournament to sign your registration and indemnity forms.

2.  No anglers will be allowed to fish the Bronzie Tournament without signing the participant indemnity form.

3.  In order to compete in the Bronzie Tournament you will be required to complete the registration form.

4.  If your entry fee is not paid up you will not be able to fish.

Tournament times

1.  Angling times will be from
2.  Official tournament prize giving will take place after all the fish weigh cards have been calculated.

Tournament Briefing 
1.  A briefing will be held prior to the start of the event, outlining any extraordinary situations, arrangements or exceptional rules applicable to the venue, conditions or circumstances.
2.  All these rules pertaining to the Bronzie Tournament will become effective at commencement of registration and will last up to and during the official prize giving.

3.   Non – attendance at the briefing will NOT be accepted as an excuse for ignoring arrangements and/or rules in the event of a complaint or objection being raised.  It will stay the responsibility of the angler to make sure they are aware of any special arrangements or changes prior to the competition.  NO exception will be made.

4.  A copy of these rules will be available at the point of registration.

Sportsmanship

1.  Participants are required to display a high standard of sportsmanship and courtesy to both fellow participants and members of the public.

2.  The principals of conservation will be promoted at all times.

Injured Fish

1.  Fish which have been physically damaged, altered, or wilfully mutilated will be disqualified at the discretion of the measure master/tournament official, whose decision will be final.

2.  Presenting damaged, altered or wilfully mutilated fish may cause for the disqualification of the angler concerned.

3.  The introduction of materials or devices that cause an increase in weight/mass or length of a fish shall be deemed as wilful damage and will be just cause for the disqualification of the angler concerned.

4.  Old and/or accidental injuries, which do not cause the fish to be heavier than if it were not injured, will be accepted.

Measuring Fish

1.  Fish will be measured by the appointed measure masters only and should be returned alive to the water by the angler.

2.  It is up to the angler to ensure that the measure master fills in his or her weight card correctly and signs it.

3.  All fish will be released alive and well, failing to ensure this would mean disqualification from the event and a possible ban from any further such competitions.

4.  Only fish signed off by the measure official will be entered as points towards the day, no signature, no points.

Late Weigh-In

1.  Weigh cards should be handed in to the event organisers as soon as possible.  A cut off time of          will be enforced.  Weigh cards received after this time will not be processed.
Waiting Time

Any participant rendering emergency assistance to another participant whose results in his/her late arrival may have his/her weigh card processed if he/she provides satisfactory proof of such assistance given.  The decision of the management team will be final.

Tackle and Bait

1.  Only one wet line, attached to a rod and reel, per angler may be used at any one time.

2.  Only two hooks per wet line will be permitted.

3.  No treble hooks will be permitted.

4.  There are no restrictions on the line thickness as this is an open class tournament.

5.  Artificial lures, i.e. spoons, plugs and crank baits are allowed.  Treble hooks on these lures will be allowed as this is how they are manufactured.

6.  Participants need to catch and/or supply their own bait according to their South African fishing licence.

7.  Live bait may ONLY be caught during the duration of the tournament.

8.  If one chooses to use baits like Sandshark/       etc, that participant should be in possession of a valid license and obey to the closed seasons.
Methods of Angling

1.  Angling may only take place with a recognised rod and reel, with ONLY 1(one) wet line in use at any one time.

2.  A landing net may be used to land fish by another person on the shore.

3.  No gaffs will be permitted.

4.  Anglers may assist one another with landing fish, by wading and grabbing a fish or netting it.

5.  No jigging/foul hooking will be permitted, any angler who disobeys this rule will be disqualified.
6.  Only fish hooked in the mouth will count.

7.  If  two anglers hook the fish in the mouth, the fish will not count for either angler.

Prohibited Areas

Anglers who fish out of the prescribed area allocated for the day will be disqualified.

Alcohol and Drugs

1.  No participant may be under the influence of alcohol whilst participating in the tournament or an association function or in control of a motor vehicle.  The stipulations of National Road Safety rules will apply.

2. The use of illegal drugs or substances(as defined by common law) by contestants during the tournament is prohibited.

3.  Contravention of the above two rules will constitute a serious offence again the Constitution and will be summarily dealt with under its provisions by(at least and immediately) preventing further participation, removing(by force if necessary) the capability to operate a motor vehicle until deemed safe to return such control.

Power of Disqualification

1.  Under ANY of  the above rules, the tournament officials are empowered to disqualify any participant, after due consideration of the facts, deemed to have broken these rules at their level and/or apply disciplinary measures.
